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Reading:
The class reader this half term is Stig of the Dump:
The children will:

. practise the skills of summarising, predicting, clarifying,
inferring and questioning. They will discuss characters and
events in the book.

. recognise and read common exception words for Year 3.

. Participate in collaborative comprehension sessions and
practise responding to written questions.

Computing

Using the Kapow scheme, the children will learn
to use Scratch (a Coding programme) to
understand basic principles of coding,
algorithms and debugging.

Religious Education

The theme this half term is ‘What do
Christians learn from the Creation
Story?’

Writing:

Fiction:

The children will complete a visual literacy unit inspired by the
‘Marshmallow’ They will focus on sentence construction and
description. They will create some short pieces including a narrative
and setting and character description. They will use verbs and adverbs
to add action and fronted adverbials to enhance their description.

Non-Fiction:

Children will look at the layout and features of a Newspaper report
linked to Little Red Riding Hood.
