Learning: Story, reading, film etc.

Reflecting: Searching, thought provoking questions, how does this change me or what | do?
Responding: Prayers (planned or spontaneous) Song

Sending out: (See highlighted above)

Please involve children as much as you can for readings, prayers, drama etc.

Morning noon and night

Please take a moment with your class at the beginning end of each day, in all classes:

e To start the day with a clean slate and a spirit of hope

e At lunch time to give thanks for food

e To be still and to be thankful to God for the blessings of the day and to leave with Him the troubles and challenges, opportunity to
put right broken relationships so that they don’t spill over into a new day.

Please make sure your reflection area is prominent and well-loved! (Feb INSET — ppt of ideas if you are struggling.)

This can be done in different ways:



¢ A moment of stillness when children bring their own silent reflections/prayers perhaps with some ‘music for thinking’.
e A prayer or blessing learned by heart used every day

e A selection of prayers written by the children for this purpose.

e A child volunteering to lead the class in a prayer

¢ Lighting a candle or reflecting on a projected image that portrays stillness, prayer

e A guided reflection or mindful activity

Making time for this will also help to make the end of the day calmer and less chaotic. These small details will make such a difference. You
can find a PowerPoint of resources for this at: w/prayers/morning noon and night.
